DESCRIPTION: Incumbents participate and lead a multidisciplinary team managing court-referred patients who were adjudicated incompetent to stand trial or NGRI. As a member of the treatment team the Psychiatrist is expected to complete the statutorily required assessments of criminal competency for the courts and be available to testify as an expert witness. Affiliation with the University of Nevada Reno School of Medicine provides opportunities for academic appointment with the Departments of Psychiatry and participation in the resident training.  
EDUCATION AND EXPERIENCE: Applicants must be Board Certified/Board Eligible Psychiatrists with experience in Forensic Psychiatry and be eligible for licensure in the State of Nevada. Completion of Forensic Fellowship program or subspecialty Board Certification in Forensic Psychiatry strongly preferred. Must possess and maintain NV medical license, DEA certification, State Board of Pharmacy license and CPR certification at the time of appointment.  
SPECIAL NOTES AND REQUIREMENTS:  NRS 433.267 requires that Psychiatrists employed by the Division of Mental Health and Developmental Services be certified by the American Board of Psychiatry and Neurology within five years from the date of employment. National Health Service Corps Loan Repayment Program is available at our NHSC approved sites. Relocation & J-1/H-1 Visa assistance is available.
